o Dismissal: 2:50 PM
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o Drop-Off: Use West Pearl St/5th Street to access the BIS lot
m (Cafeteria)Door F opens at 7:15 AM (Breakfast served from 7:15-7:45 am)
m (5th Street) Door M opens at 7:35 AM
o Plenty of extra staff will be available to assist with arrival during the first few days
e Car Rider Dismissal:
o All families will receive a car rider number. These will be sent home with the youngest BIS child.
o Dismissal occurs at Cafeteria Door F around the back of the building.
e Background Checks:

o Parents wishing to volunteer or attend field trips must complete a Safe Visitor Solutions
background check. This process, good for three years, includes a fee and can be accessed
through the registration portal. If completed last year for any BCSC school, it does not need to
be repeated.

e Weekly Updates:

o Watch for Sunday afternoon messages at 4:00 PM via School Messenger. They will also be

shared Monday mornings on Class Dojo and archived on the BIS website.
