The counselor will review the transfer paperwork from

Each new student will meet one-on-one or in 

a small group setting with an IT staff member to review, 
be trained on and check understanding of the online

L E A D E R S H I P  P A R T N E R  

Students who transfer to BHS after the first day of school 
will be assigned a KSLA leadership partner. This is 

a BHS student who has strong leadership qualities and 
will help new students transition into the new school 

setting. During the first week, the KSLA student will assist 
with navigating the halls, lunchroom seating, SRT, and 

other student to student questions. 
 

Q U A R T E R L Y  G R A D E  C H E C K  
BHS operates on semester grades. Each new 

student’s grades will be monitored for progress every 4 
½ weeks. If there are academic risks that need to be 
addressed a counselor will meet with the student and 
contact the parent/guardian via email and/or letter. 

 

N E W  S T U D E N T  G R O U P  
Each new student will be invited to attend a 

New Student Group led by a BHS cadet teacher 
and co-facilitated by a school counselor. The 

group will meet every three weeks and is 
designed to help students new to BHS get to 

know the school better, get to know each other 
and to have a common place to meet with 

some familiar faces. The group incorporates fun 
ice-breaker activities selected by the cadet 

teacher. Of course, snacks are always served!
